Heather Sells, CBN News Reporter in San Diego, CA:  Hunger is often invisible but not on the streets of San Diego, where 
young and old line up three times a week at the Church of the Nazarene in Mid-City. Pastor Deron Matson says many will 
stand in line for hours hoping to get the best food they believe are available at the front of the line.  "Some wait over 12 
hours," he told CBN News. "We had a three-o'clock distribution today and I've seen people line up beginning at 2:30- 3 
a.m."   Gary McDonald, CEO of Feeding America in San Diego, said Matson's line is not unusual.  "We've seen lines as long 
as 4,500 people," he said.  This story line is playing out at churches and food pantries across the country, courtesy of an 
economy gone bad. More families are forced to cut back--and that includes groceries.  The non-profit group Feeding 
America oversees 200 food banks across the country which supplies 63,000 food pantries. This year, the pantries report 
demand for food is up by 20 percent. That translates into an average of 4 million people standing in line for food every 
week.  CBN News found David Michel standing in the food line at the Church of the Nazarene in San Diego. Michel has 
three kids to feed; and in his family of five, he's the only working adult. Michel's employer, a local grocery store, cut back 
his hours. Now he's looking for a new job, but it has been tough. He's up against an economy where many industries are 
not just cutting hours, but cutting jobs.  As the country's economic crisis continues, government and non-profit groups are 
struggling to understand just how many adults and children are hungry.

Ms. Martinez states that staying in tuned to local weather and news stations are 
important as well and to prepare as much ahead of time as possible.  She reminds us that after the storm has passed it is 
important to stay in your home until you hear that the area has been secured and the local authorities have issued a 
statement confirming that the area is safe and secure. Ms. Martinez feels that following these simple procedures will ensure 
safety for your family during a disaster.

Ms. Molina states that this 
particular program addresses the needs of children who have witnessed parents separating and/or divorcing. She shares that 
the number of children affected by this epidemic is growing and this program was put into place to help children and parents 
learn coping mechanisms during the transition period of divorce and/or separation.  Ms. Molina explains that the children are 
separated into two age groups; under six and six years to eleven years of age. The parents are also put into counseling 
groups which help the individuals understand what went wrong in their relationships and teach them parenting and coping 
skills to help their children during the transition. The children are counseled through a method of counseling during play 
using puppets and role playing to help the children express their emotions. She states that conflict resolution is also taught to 
the children and adults because of the anger and frustration which evolves from the divorce proceedings. She feels that by 
gauging the maturity of the child and being as honest as possible with the child will help the child understand what is going 
on during the divorce and then give them hope that things will pass and get better with time.  Ms. Molina also encourages 
parents to help children find mentors and other positive influences for their children through these difficult times and seek 
one on one counseling for the entire family.

- Financial columnist Greg Karp, the author 
of "Living Rich by Spending Smart," says if you ever want to get out of the hole and start building wealth, you have 
to face this truth: you just can't out-earn dumb spending.  Karp lives in the pretty town of Yardley, Penn., where 
he has researched what can prevent you from wasting thousands of dollars a year by accident or by habit.  Most 
average families spend more than $62,000 a year. If you can cut just 10 percent, you'll be saving more than 
$6,000 a year.  Karp recommends first concentrating on three major areas: food, insurance, and 
telecommunication, or "F.I.T. "The average American family of four spends about $8600 a year on food," he told 
us as we walked the aisles.  "So it's a large expenditure for most families. And just little cuts can make a big 
difference."  When it comes to your mortgage, Karp says, "Twenty-nine percent of your gross income is probably 
about the mortgage payment you can afford, and that includes your mortgage principle, interest and insurance."  
And it's their transportation that Karp says sinks many a family's budget.  Karp said used cars are so much more 
reliable than they used to be, everyone should consider them.

 Host Dr. Mary Woolridge talks with Lake County Commissioner of District 4, Linda Stewart, about preserving 
natural resources within Lake County. Commissioner Stewart shares the priorities and steps taken to preserve natural 
resources include a new department called conservation and compliance that consists of residents who are concerned with 
water conservation, a green team whose objective is to develop programs for energy and water conservation, a green bill 
ordinance which states green standards must be met in all public buildings, and limited impact development while building 
which keeps in mind open space preservation, rain gardens, and proper irrigation. She explains that by initiating these 
standards our water supply will be kept at a lower expense for a long time and will keep the water supply local. She feels 
that to preserve water the first thing to be checked is irrigation systems which take up 50% of water consumption and then 
plant the right plant in the right place. She states that there are also six places to drop off recycled items and a new program 
to recycle paint where the left over paint is offered directly to the public free of charge. She shares that a reuse program will 
also be initiated where unused furniture and appliances will be collected and then donated to citizens within the county free 
of charge. Commissioner Stewart states that in terms of energy conservation there is a waste energy plant in Lake County 
which takes waste, incinerates it, and the steam produced is used to power 5,000 homes.

He 
explains that the evaluation will check; the envelope of the home, the duct system, appliances and then conclude with 
recommendations on how to save energy and money on your energy bill. Some suggestions include where to set 
thermostats, reduce hot water temperatures, changing out bulbs with compact fluorescence, weather stripping, cleaning 
refrigerator coils and suggestions for insulations and duct work.

 Host Diana Shaw talks with Hank Largin, Communications Specialist for St. John's River Management district 
regarding the renovation of Lake Apopka. Mr. Largin shares how over time the lake was damaged because of water levels 
dropping and the agricultural interest of muck farms washed chemicals into the lake making a chronic algae bloom which 
killed the plants and ultimately the sport fish as well. Mr. Largin states that the district has looked at a three pronged 
approach to deal with the problem. The first step was to purchase most of the former muck farms surrounding the water to 
control the chemical discharge into the water. Second step was to lower the phosphorous levels of the water by; removing 
the gizzard chard or "trash" fish which have raised levels because of their waste.  The last step was to deal with the marsh 
flow way, the water is now being treated and then pumped back into the lake. He explains that over time the soil also has 
been affected by the chemicals washed into the lake so they have a system where the soil is plowed and flipped over to 
refresh the soil.  Mr. Largin states that the water quality has declined because of the drought although they are in the 
process of re-flooding the land which will approve the water over time.

Wendy Griffith CBN News Report WILLIAMSON, WV - America has billions of tons of coal in its mountains, and with gas 
prices going through the roof, the question is why isn't more coal being turned into liquid fuel?  Welcome to the trillion 
dollar coal field Mingo County, W. Va., where coal, as they say, is king. And many in these parts would like to expand that 
kingdom by turning this black rock into liquid. Liquid fuel that could be used in cars, planes and hopefully one day make 
America less dependent on foreign oil.  A plan is on the table to build a $2 billion liquid coal plant here in Mingo County. It 
could be up and running by 2012 and would be one of the first liquid coal plants in the country.  Williamson, W. Va. is 
home to the nation's largest coal yard. Miles and miles of train cars filled with coal make there way from here to feed 
power plants all over the east coast.  With the price of diesel fuel sky-rocketing, Whitt dreams of the day when some of 
that coal will be turned into liquid diesel to help support the local economy.  West Virginia congresswoman Shelley Moore 
Capito is also pushing hard for liquid coal. She wants Congress to mandate domestic production of 6 billion barrels of liquid 
from coal each year by 2022.  But some environmentalists claim liquid coal is one of the dirtiest energy sources available 
with double the greenhouse gas emissions of gasoline.

 Host Dr. Mary Woolridge talks with Chief Child Advocate, Jim Kallinger, regarding adoption of Florida's foster care 
youth. Mr. Kallinger tells Dr. Woolridge that there are a little over 20,000 children in foster care with about 1000 children 
ready for adoption. He shares that the children who have the hardest placements are children over the age of 8, sibling 
groups, and children with mental and physical disabilities. Mr. Kallinger states that the governor's office has appointed him to 
oversee the new office of child protection and adoption as well as creating an explore adoption marketing campaign, 
designed to help broaden awareness and educate the public of this growing issue.   He feels that with the marketing 
campaign the goal is to promote adoption and find children safe, stable, and loving families. He shares that the marketing 
campaign includes, radio advertisements and billboards. He strongly feels that educating the public is a key in finding families 
to adopt these foster children.  Mr. Kallinger states that the main misconception is that the process is difficult and expensive 
which is false. He shares that once parental rights are terminated the child is then placed up for adoption and the prospective 
parents have to enroll in a training session period which takes about nine months, background checks are conducted as well 
as a home study before the adoption is finalized.

He feels 
that when children find a true dream and find something they like to do and are good at and it's something that will express 
who they are, it advocates them and motivates them. Mr. Johnson states that parents must invest in their children's dream 
and support them through whatever their interests are.

 Host Diana Shaw talks with Community Leader, Paul Benjamin Sr. regarding issues effecting youth in today's 
society.  Mr. Benjamin shares about the creation of the Dream Center and the main purpose of this center is to reach out to 
citizens, and transform lives and restore communities. Mr. Benjamin continues discussing some of the top issues among 
youth including, crime, drugs, dropout rates, and mostly the lack of a sense of family.  He states that there are countless 
fatherless homes which are affecting the majority of our youth in a negative way. The number of young people running away 
from home and involving themselves in drugs and crime are on the rise. A main solution Mr. Benjamin suggests to address 
these troubling issues among our youth includes male mentoring programs. He strongly feels that this will give kids a positive 
alternate to spend their time with positive influences. Mr. Benjamin shares how the absence of father figure effects children 
on so many levels throughout their lives and by involving youth with mentors helps children counteract the need for constant 
approval.  He states that unfortunately children without fathers have the highest risk of involving themselves in crime, drugs, 
gangs and teenage pregnancy. Fatherless homes create voids in children which create a constant need of trying to find ways 
to prove themselves which can lead to low self esteem and then the kids become easy prey to peer pressure.  Mr. Benjamin 
encourages parental involvement and support throughout their kid’s lives, pay attention to your children.  He feels that the 
glory of a child stems from the father. 90% of inmates on death row and 85% of the youth in prison all come from fatherless 
homes. He shares that one of the goals that drives and motivates the dream center is to raise up 10 million men nationwide 
to stand in the gap for male mentor role models.

 Host Diana Shaw talks with Mayor Linda Kuhn regarding crime issues affecting the City of Sanford. Mayor Kuhn 
begins with speaking about her past experience as a deputy sheriff and victim advocate for Seminole County. Mayor Kuhn 
discusses the crime rate increase in Sanford and her goal of reducing the crime in the city by implementing new programs. 
She shares about one such program called Sanford Neighborhood Action Partnership, SNAP. She explains that this particular 
program consists of a task force of decision makers which go out into the community to investigate concerns, find solutions 
and then implement the solutions. The main concerns found were stop signs, more street lighting and better sidewalks. 
These problems were addressed and rectified within a two week period. Mayor Kuhn also shares that this program is 
continuous and focuses on specific areas within the city for a period of six months at a time.  Another program implemented 
by Mayor Kuhn is SNAP, Sanford Neighborhood Abatement Program which focuses on absent property owners. She explains 
that this program states that if two or more arrests occur on a single property the owner is then notified to rectify the 
situation within ten days or the city will send bulldozers to tear down the property.  Mayor Kuhn emphasizes the importance 
of neighborhood watch programs and encourages residents to take an active role with informing the police when suspicious 
activity is observed. The city has also placed law enforcement officers in each school to help deter crime and teach the 
children safety and crime prevention.  Mayor Kuhn also emphasizes the importance of parents getting involved in their 
children's lives and knowing what their children are involved in positively or negatively. She feels that this is a sure way to 
keep them out of trouble.

Mark Martin CBNNews.com -  Jill Ringer ventured into cyberspace, listing her 2001 BMW convertible on Craig list, an 
online classified ad site, and Auto Trader. It wasn't long before a man emailed her, asking basic questions like what 
the mileage was. The man wrote that the car would need to be shipped to his client in England. Ringer says at first 
everything seemed legitimate, and she thought she was going to sell her car quickly. But about a week and a half into 
the negotiations, she says something didn't seem right. Inside that envelope, she made another troubling discovery. 
Jill found a cashier's check, written for $23,250 -- a substantial amount over the price of the car.  In an email, the so-
called buyer agent said $16,750 was for the car; an additional $6,500 was to pay for shipping the BMW overseas. The 
agent instructed Ringer to wire the extra money to the shipper, as well as to an agent responsible for picking up the 
car. It was all one big red flag to Ringer.  Ringer went online again, and discovered that she almost fell prey to what's 
known as a check overpayment scam. The so-called buyer or agent has a reason for writing a check for more than 
the purchase price, and tells the seller to wire the difference, after the check is deposited. The counterfeit check later 
bounces, potentially leaving the seller out thousands of dollars, and in this case, an expensive car.  The Federal Trade 
Commission, the consumer protection agency of the U.S., says check overpayment scams continue to be a problem 
for both consumers and law enforcement agencies.
